To think about what information might be important in the 
court 
The different courts within the court system and why they 
vary 

Starter Discuss learning intentions 
Use a TV report or newspaper cutting to talk about a court 
case and did students hear about the case?  Why do they 
think the case went to court? 

Main Session Actual cases can be used to support discussion about courts
